Cloverhill is looking for experienced knitters, please describe the following: 
 

• What is the last project you completed? 
 

A custom handspun knitted octopus for my sister. I used Hobbledehoy battlings for the handspun and tweaked 
the Octopus pattern by Hansi Singh to suit my purposes – I wanted to make a life-like replica of Hapalochlaena 
maculosa, the highly toxic Southern Blue-ringed Octopus native to Australia. I embroidered spots on after knitting, 
added beads to mimic their iridescent rings, and purchased glue-on custom octopus eyes to match. 
 

• What is your favorite yarn to work with and why? 
 

My favorite yarn to work with is my handspun, but if I had to pick a commercial yarn I would choose Blue Moon 
Fiber Arts, Dragonfly Fibers, or Neighborhood Fiber Co. Maybe MarigoldJen, too. I really like not only these 
people and their business style, but their product. They carry lovely bases and I like their dye methods and 
finished yarns.  
 

• List the different kinds of mistakes you feel comfortable fixing. 
 

Anything. That’s a lot to list, but I have knit everything except maybe Kieran Foley’s majestic colorwork lace which 
really I feel like I just haven’t gotten to yet – so much to do! When I lived in WA and went to my knit group every 
week, I taught new knitters and spinners and also helped older and/or more experienced knitters fix mistakes that 
may have set them back otherwise. I learned the bare-bones-basics from my mom who was a newer knitter, but 
ended up teaching myself the rest, surpassing her skills, and going on to help her learn more. I love reading 
knitting. I will turn your knitting inside out and inspect it (and try not to point out your mistakes; promise). 
 

• Do you know how to read a knitting pattern and do you know how to pick appropriate yarns for a pattern? 
 

Got ahead of myself. Yes. I can also custom spin yarn for a particular project. 
 

• Is there anything you’d like us to know about you or your experience? 
 

Is there anything you don’t know? Quick overview: knitting and spinning for 15 years, mostly self-taught unless 
you count the quickie drop spindle lesson from Steve Paulsen at Blacksheep. I like to try everything, usually can 
be seen knitting brioche/lace/color work/something that keeps me thinking. Been loving my drop spindles more 
than usual lately and considering getting into supported spindling (so I can own a Glindle). I like to design, but 
don’t have a lot of time for it and dislike making patterns to fit CYC sizing.  
 

• What types of fiber arts besides knitting do you practice? 
 

I knit, spin, and dye, but I also can crochet and weave. I am not very experienced at either of those, but I keep my 
hand in and am a fast learner. Very interested in getting into weaving. Have done needle felting, but feel pretty 
meh about it. Have used a drum carder as well as hand carders. Have made batts, punis, rolags, roving strips.
